Approval of Minutes from the August 7, 2018 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the August 7, 2018 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.

4.      
Introduction of Lauren Preisen, newest member of the E&H 
Ms. Preisen introduced herself and stated that she moved to North Barrington in February from Chicago, where she taught art. She mentioned that she grew up in Minneapolis, and that she and her family moved to North Barrington because of the nature in the Village. 
5.
Presentation by Brian Valleskey, Senior Water Resources Specialist, Manhard Consulting
Mr. Valleskey, Senior Water Resources Specialist Manhard Consulting Ltd., indicated that Manhard Consulting Ltd. are the engineers for the Village of Lake Zurich. He stated that Mike Brown, Public Works Director for Lake Zurich facilitates most of the engineering work for the Village of Lake Zurich. Mr. Valleskey stated that Manhard has done a lot of shoreline and creek work for Flint Creek, Buffalo Creek, and Kildeer Creek. Mr. Valleskey mentioned that Mr. Brown has dedicated a large portion of funds to work on portions of Flint Creek identified during the previous watershed plan. 
Mr. Valleskey noted that the Flint Creek Watershed Plan was recently updated, and that there was a portion of Flint Creek within Lake Zurich and North Barrington. He mentioned that he was involved in the permitting process during the previous restoration project that was identified as needing restoration in 2013. He indicated that the construction was done by Encap. 
Mr. Valleskey stated that he contacted Kathy Nelander, Village Administrator, and asked if the Village would be interested in joining Lake Zurich in applying for a joint 319 Grant to restore a section of Flint Creek. He indicated that at the last Board meeting the Village Board was in favor of moving forward with joining Lake Zurich in applying for a 319 Grant. Mr. Valleskey stated that the Village of Lake Zurich plans to move forward with the process regardless of whether a 319 Grant is awarded, and that North Barrington would only continue with the process if a 319 Grant is obtained. 
He stated that he approached the E&H in order to inquire about allowing residents the opportunity to provide feedback prior to commencing the project. He indicated that he will be walking the creek later in the fall to conduct a field survey of the area of Flint Creek that Manhard plans to restore. He indicated that the area IN north Barrington identified is approximately 1,800 lineal feet. He invited E&H members who are interested in observing the walkthrough to attend.
Trustee Andrew expressed her dismay with the construction of the previous Flint Creek Restoration Project. She was of the opinion that there was too much property cleared, and that the stone placed washed away causing the water to flow rapidly, which then caused damage to a resident’s driveway.  Mr. Valleskey explained that the purpose for his attendance is to get feedback from the E&H and residents prior to beginning the planned restoration. He explained that not all of the creek identified in the plan has to be restored, and that the Village can determine the restoration areas based on priority. 
It was noted that at the last Board meeting the Village Board approved $2,400.00 towards engineering costs to create a preliminary design for the 319 Grant. Mr. Valleskey indicated that Manhard will be submitting for the grant by April 2019. Chairman Aylward inquired about Manhard’s position with the project. Mr. Valleskey noted that Manhard will be managing the entire project from start to finish, and that the construction of the project would go out for bid and managed by Manhard.
Ms. Lawlor inquired about how successful implementation of the proposed restoration project can be achieved if not all property owners who are adjacent to the creek are in favor. Mr. Valleskey indicated that he is seeking input from residents, and suggests that residents look at examples of areas that have been restored to see their benefits. Chairman Aylward suggested that Mr. Valleskey submit a memo to the E&H briefly explaining the reasoning or benefits of restoration, so that interested residents could view the information. Mr. Valleskey agreed to provide the E&H with a map and a brief memo of the benefits of Flint Creek restoration as stated in the Flint Creek Watershed Plan. 
Gery Herrmann asked Mr. Valleskey when Manhard plans to complete the survey for the 319 grant. Mr. Valleskey indicated that no later than February 2019.

Eton Park and Flint Creek management update
The matter was not discussed due to the lack of a report.

Review of revised language for Village resolution in opposition to environmental waivers   


for FoxConn
The E&H reviewed the revised language to the resolution to support enforcement of environmental regulations related to the Foxconn/upstream development. There was discussion regarding the changes drafted by Chairman Aylward. The E&H reviewed the changes and made some corrections. 
Motion: Vice Chair Marilyn Lawlor moved to recommend to the Village Board the resolution to support enforcement of environmental regulations related to the Foxconn/upstream development as amended; seconded by Vance Antoniou.
