Chairman Cifonelli declared the Minutes of the May 9, 2017 Public Hearing approved and put on file. 
Chairman Cifonelli welcomed the audience to the public hearing and asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, be sworn in. The witnesses were sworn in.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by 
Mr. & Mrs. Paul Kalmes to construct an accessory structure (screen porch) 
for the property located at 663 Old Barrington Road, North Barrington, IL 60010.
ZONING VARIATION NEEDED:

ZR-10-2-1:
Accessory structures, except barns, shall not exceed one story in height, with a maximum building height of fifteen feet (15’), and not to exceed two hundred fifty (250) square feet in area: barns shall not exceed seven hundred fifty (750) square feet in size.

The proposed 18’-8” x 15’-8” screen porch has an area of 292.4 square feet.
Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicants to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA). 

Paul Kalmes, 663 Old Barrington Road, addressed the Board and explained that he and his wife have proposed to construct an accessory structure (screen porch) in the rear portion of their yard behind their house. Mr. Kalmes indicated that the proposed accessory structure has an area of 292.4 square feet. However; noted that Village Zoning Regulations only permits accessory structures to be constructed with an area of 250 square feet. Mr. Kalmes explained that he is looking to place two couches and a table inside the screen porch which would not be feasible with a 250 square-foot area.

Adrienne Kalmes, 663 Old Barrington Road, addressed the Board and explained that they need the extra footage in order to make the porch comfortable. She explained that they have a 5-acre lot and the proposed accessory structure would only affect a small percentage of their lot.

ZBA Member Marilyn McAlister inquired why the applicants did not attach the screen porch to their house.
Mr. Kalmes explained that there were competing roof lines which did not permit the porch to be attached to the house.

Chairman Cifonelli inquired about the door in the back of the house. Mr. Kalmes replied that they are planning to construct a new deck and stairs from the back door and include a brick paver patio which will extend to the proposed screen porch.
ZBA Member Craig Shully indicated that the resident/neighbor located at 150 Old Barrington Road provided correspondence noting that he had no objections to the proposed accessory structure.

Chairman Cifonelli stated that he walked the property and noted that the proposed structure is basically hidden from the neighbors’ site.

Chairman Cifonelli indicated that all of the neighbors were properly notified. No objections were received.
Chairman Cifonelli noted that the Village Health Officer and Village Forester had no objections to the variation request.

Chairman Cifonelli stated that there is precedence regarding the approval of larger accessory structures being granted in the Village.

Chairman Cifonelli asked if there were any further comments or questions from the ZBA.

No one wished to speak.

Motion: Vice Chair DiPino moved to approve the zoning variation request for Mr. & Mrs. Paul Kalmes to construct an accessory structure (screen porch) for the property located at 663 Old Barrington Road, using the Architectural Plans submitted by R.B. Custom Designs, Inc. dated 8/11/16 and the Plat of Survey dated 6/29/83; seconded by Bryan McGonigal.
