Vice Chair Shully declared the Minutes of the July 10, 2018 and August 14, 2018 Public Hearing Meetings be approved and put on file. 
Vice Chair Shully welcomed the audience to the public hearing and asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, be sworn in. The witness was sworn in.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. Pete Wodarz to construct an approximate 12 ft. x 13 ft. wood deck, arbor and associated landscaping and hardscaping improvements to the property located at 521 Castleview Court, North Barrington, IL 60010.
ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  


ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The property at 521 Castleview Court (The North 10 feet of Lot 7 and all of Lots 20, 21 and 22 in Block 1, Unit 1 of Biltmore Country Estates Subdivision) is a non-conforming use in the R-3 (40,000 s.f. Residential) Zoning District by reason of lot area and existing building setbacks.  The area of the subject property is approximately 20,750 sq. ft. rather than the 40,000 sq. ft. minimum required for properties in the R-3 District.  The existing home is located a non-conforming 26.63 feet from the front property line and approximately 21 feet from the rear property line rather than the required 27 foot and 40 ft. front and rear yard setbacks.  

ZR-10-9-2(A,3):
Each building or structure shall be set back or located not less than 60 feet from the established centerline of the road right of way.


Based on the 66 foot right of way established for Castleview Court, the required front yard setback is 27 feet as measured from the front property line.  The proposed wood deck will be located approximately 18 feet from the front property line; the proposed arbor will be located approximately 14 feet from the front property line.
Vice Chair Shully invited the applicant to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA).
Peter Wodarz, 521 Castleview Court, addressed the ZBA and explained that he is seeking a zoning
variation to construct an approximate 12 ft. x 13 ft. wood deck, arbor and associated landscaping and
hardscaping improvements to the property. Mr. Wodarz explained that the existing wood deck replaced a

smaller flagstone front entry porch however; the poorly constructed replacement deck became loose and
unsafe as the flagstone did not adhere to the wood deck. The project was previously flagged as the owner

did not seek a building permit at the time.
Mr. Wodarz added that he is also proposing to construct a walkway to the front door which includes

steps and landscape walls.
ZBA Member McAlester inquired whether any neighbors contacted the Village regarding

the zoning variation. Deputy Village Clerk Lennon explained that no one contacted the Village regarding

the zoning variation and that no correspondence was received either.

Vice Chair Sully indicated that property owners residing within 250 ft. of said property were sent a
notice of publication.

Vice Chair Sully explained that a review letter submitted by Robinson Engineering dated 2/1/19
reflected that the portion of the proposed walkway located in the Village right of way may be subject to
future removal at the cost of the owner should removal be necessary for future roadway or drainage
improvements. Mr. Wodarz acknowledged the information and understood the provision. 
ZBA Member McAlester asked whether the applicant was aware that Biltmore County Club owned
the property across the street which may become a parking lot. Mr. Wodarz acknowledged that he is

aware of the property being owned by the Biltmore Country Club and that it may become a parking lot.

ZBA Member Bolger recognized the applicant wanting to make improvements for safety reasons.
Mr. Wodarz concurred and noted that he wanted to make improvements for safety reasons as well as

aesthetic purposes. 
It was noted that the Village’s Engineer, Health Officer and Forester had no objections to the proposed

zoning variation.

It was noted that the applicant would like to begin construction in May or June (2019).

Vice Chair Shully asked the ZBA if they had any further comments or questions.

No one wished to speak.
Motion: Rick Cavenaugh moved to approve the zoning variations requests for Mr. Pete

Wodarz to construct an approximate 12 ft. x 13 ft. wood deck, arbor and associated landscaping

and hardscaping improvements to the property located at 521 Castleview Court, North Barrington, IL
60010 by using the Plat of Survey submitted by R&R Surveyors, Ltd. last dated 8/26/13,
and the Landscape Development Plan submitted by Milieu Design last dated 9/14/15, and the hand
drawn/colored Landscape Development Plan submitted by Milieu Design; seconded by Christine Bolger.
