4.         Discuss events calendar for 2019
Chairman Ritschel welcomed new PRC Commission member, Jill Kelly. Chairman Ritschel stated that she has confirmed all vendors for the 2019 Fall Fest. It was a general consensus of the PRC to hold the Fall Fest on Saturday October 12th, the Winter Fest on December 7th, and the summer concerts on the second Saturday of June, July, and August. 
Chairman Ritschel indicated that all the Winter Fest vendors have confirmed that they will be available for the 2019 fest. She mentioned that she is inquiring about contracting animals or sled dogs for the Winter Fest. Chairman Ritschel stated that she will contact the bands for summer concerts to confirm their availability for the 2019 concert dates. She noted that Polar Bear Ice Cream vendor is booked for the summer concerts.

Review Parks & Recreation Commission budget and potential new projects

Chairman Ritschel stated that the PRC has expended roughly $15,000 of the $35,000 PRC Budget. She indicated that down payments to the 2019 event vendors will be disbursed from the 2018 fiscal year PRC budget. She stated that there is approximately $48,000 in park impact fees that can potentially be utilized for park improvements/projects.
