II. 
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Jamie Bathey, 125 Clover Hill Lane, addressed the Board to inquire about the status of the remediation of traffic and safety issues on Clover Hill Lane.

President Pino explained that the final engineering report had not been issued and noted that the school would need to be included as part of the solution. It was noted that a meeting is scheduled with the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) on February 1st.

VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
 
Patty Kalinowski, 497 Brookside Road, addressed the Board as the Chair of the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission. She reported on the activities of the E&H Commission which included the coordination of a spring event to be held in conjunction with the Parks Commission and Village Forester for Arbor Day. 
There was discussion among the Board and Ms. Kalinowski about the placement of event signs throughout the Village. It was noted that the Wynstone Subdivision may not allow event signs to be placed in the subdivision. Ms. Kalinowski stated that she would contact the Wynstone Property Owners Association to inquire.
Linda Aylward, 226 Beachview Lane, addressed the Board as the Vice Chair of the E&H Commission and stated that she attended a recent Flint Creek Watershed Partnership meeting. She indicated that the FCWP now includes Spring Creek. At the meeting, a representative from ENCAP, Inc., Samantha Dedina, gave a presentation regarding the Flint Creek Watershed Plan. Ms. Dedina spoke to the E&H Commission in December 2016 regarding the management of Eton Park and Flint Creek. 
Ms. Aylward noted that the FCWP is looking for participants to attend their meetings.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1297, Zoning Variation Request submitted by 
Mr. & Mrs. Dan Twohig to construct a 236 square foot sun room addition for the property located at 205 Orchard Road, North Barrington, IL 60010
Zoning Variations Needed:
ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The premises at 205 Orchard Road (Lots 5 thru 8 in Block 28 of Biltmore Country Estates Unit No. 1) are legal non-conforming in the R-3 (40,000 s.f.) Zoning District by reason of lot area and building setback. The area of the subject property is approximately 30,927 s.f. rather than the 40,000 s.f. minimum required for properties in the R-3 District.  The existing house is located approximately 14 ft. from the front property line rather than the required 30 ft. front yard setback.
Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman Cifonelli addressed the Board and explained that the applicant submitted an application to construct a four season sunroom addition. The premises at 205 Orchard are considered legal non-conforming in the R-3 Zoning District by reason of lot area and building setback.
Chairman Cifonelli noted that the proposed addition was a moderate expansion and would allow the owner to have seasonal views of Honey Lake. 

It was noted that there were no objections from any neighbors and that the Village received an email from a resident who had no concerns or objections. 
Mr. Cifonelli noted that the ZBA unanimously recommended the approval of the zoning variation requests.

Consideration of Ordinance # 1298, Small Cell Antenna/Tower Right-of-Way Siting Ordinance

The Ordinance outlines regulations and restrictions relative to small cell facilities, distributed antenna systems, and other personal wireless telecommunication facility installations in the public right-of-way The ordinance was drafted by a committee of attorneys and others sponsored by the Illinois Municipal League.
President Pino explained that the proposed ordinance was a model ordinance prepared by the Illinois Municipal League (IML). 
It was noted that the Village previously received an application from a mobile company (Mobilitie, LLC) for the installation of a 120 ft. pole within the right-of-way in front of the North Barrington Elementary School. 
Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the applicant was subsequently asked to open a Trust & Agency Account in the amount of $1,000 for further research and consideration. The applicant did not respond to the request and the issue was no longer before the Village. 
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander addressed the Board and explained that she was asked to query the Barrington Area Council of Governments (BACOG) communities to see if they had been approached. It was noted that the Villages of Barrington and South Barrington had been approached.
President Pino noted that BACOG discussed the matter at a recent meeting.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite indicated that the model ordinance as prepared by the IML takes into account the preeminence of the federal legislation and covers issues such as appearance and distractions. Attorney Braithwaite referenced a fee located on page 10 under “Permits and Application Fees and Procedures”. He recommended the following language within the paragraph: 

Permits for placement…accompanied by a fee “which reimburses the Village for all Village expenses related to the issuance of the permit, with the applicant depositing an amount estimated by the Village Administrator in the Village Trust and Agency account, but the amount of fee charged shall be not less than $1,000."
Administrator Nelander added that the Village of Evergreen Park included a restoration clause with minimum charge of $1,500.

There was discussion among the Board about franchise fees. 
Attorney Braithwaite explained that state statue allows municipalities to charge franchise fees. The state standard is 5%. It was noted that a franchise agreement would be a separate document from the cell tower ordinance. 
Trustee Boland noted his concern about a height clause within the ordinance which reflects a maximum height of 90 feet.
There was discussion among the Board about whether wireless telecommunication facilities can install antenna or facilities within the right-of-way without the Village’s permission.
Attorney Braithwaite noted that the Village has some control over small cell facilities, distributed antenna systems and facility installations within public right-of-ways; however; without the proposed ordinance, the Village does not have control over roads such as IL Route 22 or IL Route 59.

There was discussion among the Board about the application fee. 
President Pino asked if the Village could limit the height requirements within the ordinance. 
Attorney Braithwaite explained that federal legislation may claim that the Village was interfering with the rights under the federal statute. 

Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and explained that many communities are currently examining the issue and noted that wireless telecommunication facilities are looking at placing attachments on existing poles in order to enhance coverage as opposed to having one large cell tower. He explained that that he is in the process of assembling information from his work with other communities and noted that he would share the information with the Board.

Attorney Braithwaite recommended approving the ordinance at this time prior to a permit application being submitted. However; it was noted that the ordinance could be amended at a later date.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Village received an inquiry regarding sign regulations for the Wynstone South Commercial properties. Attorney Braithwaite explained that the Village’s current sign ordinance contains language which covers residential signs only and lacks language regarding commercial signs. It was recommended at a Village staff meeting that a moratorium be established. The moratorium would allow the Plan Commission time to review the current sign ordinance and prevent the issuance of any signs (or consideration of any signs) until the end of the moratorium or whenever a new sign ordinance was established. It was noted that a moratorium would be in effect through April 30, 2017.

Village Update

President Pino stated that the BACOG/LCML Legislative Breakfast is scheduled for 2/11 in Round Lake Beach.
President Pino noted that several speakers addressed BACOG during their 1/24 meeting including Cook County Commissioner Tim Schneider and Tom Copenhaver, Onsite Wastewater Treatment System and Water Well Program Coordinator, among others.

President Pino explained that Mr. Copenhaver spoke on the NSF 350 Pre-treatment system. It was noted that the NSF Pre-treatment system has not been approved by Lake County.
Trustee Boland noted that if the NSF 350 Pre-treatment system were adopted, it would be difficult to defend large lot zoning.

Attorney Braithwaite indicated that the issue raises a significant policy question regarding the Village’s zoning regulations.

President Pino noted the following dates for emergency management VEOCI “virtual emergency operations center over internet” training.

· April 25th from 9:00-12:00pm

· May 19th from 8:00-1:00 pm

President Pino stated that BACOG Lobby Days are scheduled in Springfield on March 15th and 16th. 

President Pino provided an update on the well monitoring program managed by the United States Geological Survey and BACOG. It was noted that the three-year contract with USGS is expiring.

Extend contract with ENCAP for Eton Park Restoration
Trustee Boland requested that E&H Commission Chairman Patty Kalinowski address the Board and explain the recommendation of the E&H Commission.

Ms. Kalinowski explained that the one-year contract for the restoration management of Eton Park with ENCAP, Inc. (ENCAP) expired. It was noted that ENCAP originally proposed a three-year contract but only the first year was approved. 
Ms. Kalinowski stated that the E&H Commission recommended the renewal of the ENCAP contract for a second year. She added that ENCAP indicated that they would honor the costs set forth in the original three-year contract.

There was discussion among the Board about the costs associated with the proposed contract. 
Trustee Boland believed that “Debris and Liter Removal” was omitted from the contract in 2016. He was of the opinion that the proposed contract includes site monitoring and reporting as well as invasive species control.

It was noted that the exact figure regarding the cost of the proposed contract was not provided.  Ms. Kalinowski indicated that she would inquire about the cost.

IX.
NEW BUSINESS

President Pino presented a Proclamation to the Board urging Illinois State Leaders to amend the Illinois Animal Welfare Act to address the inhuman treatment of dogs in commercial breeding facilities with Illinois.

Several Board members commended the President’s issuance of the Proclamation.
X. 
OLD BUSINESS
Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board to provide an update on the Clover Hill Lane traffic study. Village Engineer Stefan explained that traffic counters were installed on Clover Hill Lane. The data indicated that over 700 automobiles travel the street on an average day. Ninety-three percent of the vehicles were driving less than 35 mph. The posted speed limit is

25 mph. 

Village Engineer Stefan explained that: 

· A meeting is scheduled with the Illinois Department of Transportation to discuss the timing of signals at Miller Road and IL Route 12 on 2/1.

· He contacted the Village of Lake Zurich to discuss re-striping at the Kohl’s/Clover Hill Lane intersection.
· A meeting was held with the Montessori school to discuss issues and alternatives. 
· Radar Speed Indicators were placed on Clover Hill Lane in an effort to slow traffic and extra patrol was requested from the Lake County Sheriff.  

· Pavement markings were installed as a traffic calming measure. 

· The installation of speed humps was discussed with Cuba Roads Highway Department (Cuba Roads). Cuba Roads requested that the installation of speed humps be delayed due to the use of snow plows during winter months.   
Village Engineer Stefan noted that the Village also discussed making Cover Hill Lane a one-way street. 

Trustee Pais explained his results/summary of the data provided by the Village Engineer. The summary included: 
1. Average total daily (24 hours) traffic is about 738 cars
2. Clover hill has approximately 19 households with about 3 cars each
· Assume about 15% of traffic is attributable to residents
3. Rush hour is between 3 pm to 7 pm
4.  There are about 80 to 120 cars/hour during this period
5. Approximately: 

· 44% or 325 cars at or below speed limit of 25 mph
· 36% or 268 cars within 25 mph to 30 mph
· 17% or 124 cars within 30 mph to 35 mph
· 3% or 21 cars above 35 mph
Trustee Pais was of the opinion that the issue is speeding. He noted that the Village needs to find a way to slow the traffic down.

Trustee Boland was of the opinion that the issue is the amount of vehicles traveling on Clover Hill Lane. 

There was discussion among the Board and the Village Engineer about possible solutions.

ADJOURNMENT
There being no further business to come before the Board, Trustee Boland moved to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Trustee Pais. The voice vote was unanimous in favor.
At 9:02 p.m. President Pino declared the meeting adjourned.
