IV.
PUBLIC COMMENT 
Gery Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board to follow-up on his complaint regarding tree damage that occurred on his property on 5/30/17. He provided a brief recap of the events and indicated that he remains disappointed and confused about how the procedure was handled.

Susan Allman addressed the Board as the Village Forester and explained that she sent Cuba Township Highway Department two requests to examine the property. However;  it was noted that Mr. Herrmann was out of town and the Village Forester did not want to go onto his property without his permission. 

Mr. Herrmann stated that it was his opinion that the Village was negligent by not taking action when he advised the Village about his concern regarding several dead trees located in the unimproved portion of Mockingbird Lane that were threatening his property. 

Mr. Herrmann explained that he was told the matter would be taken care of and noted his frustration with the implementation of the Board’s decision.

Carl Michelotti, 627 Signal Hill Road, addressed the Board to inquire about the status of the report from Huddleston McBride regarding the evaluation of the drainage problem located near his property and the property located at 622 Signal Hill Road. Mr. Michelotti complained about the duration of the problem and noted that his neighbors located at 615 Signal Hill Road are pumping water out of their drain pipes as to avoid flooding in their basement. 

Carrie Costabilo and London Perry, 615 Signal Hill Road, addressed the Board to inquire about the status of the report from Huddleston McBride as well.

President Pino stated that the report has not been finalized and indicated that Village Engineer Al Stefan would address their inquiries.

Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and explained that Huddleston McBride provided a draft report which had not been finalized. 

Mr. Michelotti asked the Village Engineer about the findings of the report.

There was brief discussion among the Board and Mr. Michelotti, Carrie Costabilo and London Perry.

It was noted that the residents would be contacted upon finalization of the report.

V.
VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
Gary Herrmann, 257 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Plan Commission Chair and indicated that resident and former trustee Martin Pais agreed to re-join the Plan Commission as a member. 
Chairman Herrmann noted his frustration about a public hearing that was scheduled for the Plan Commission while he was out of town. He indicated that he had no idea what the meeting was for and asked to be apprised of the subject matter.

Village Attorney J.W. Braithwaite explained that the Plan Commission Chair has the final say whether the meeting proceeds or not. He indicated that he would contact Chairman Herrmann to discuss the matter.

Chairman Herrmann inquired whether he needed to fill out a Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) Request Form to obtain information as the Plan Commission Chair.

Attorney Braithwaite stated that the legal department recommends that anyone requesting Village documents complete a FOIA Request Form for Village records. 

Chairman Herrmann noted that he still needs to set up a meeting with the Village Building and Zoning Officer and the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman to discuss the Village sign ordinance which is currently being reviewed by the Plan Commission.

Chairman Herrmann noted that he did not have issue with Section VIII. A on the evening’s agenda regarding lifting the sign moratorium for the Lake Zurich Fire Department. He noted that he did not have issue with referring the matter to the ZBA Chair. 

Linda Aylward, 249 Kimberly Road, addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair to provide an update on the commission’s activities.

Robert Moy, 301 Homewood Lane, addressed the Board to complain about the number of abandoned cars located in the driveway of the property at 297 Homewood Lane. He indicated that there are five inoperable cars and noted that four of the cars have been abandoned in the driveway for four years.  
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander addressed the Board and stated that the Village is aware of the problem and issued warning notices to the owner. She indicated that she’d like to see the matter proceed to adjudication. 
Attorney Braithwaite noted that the Village Code may need to be amended and that he would research the matter.

A.        Consider a motion to waive the Sign Moratorium for the Lake Zurich Fire Department,

Grassmere Farms/Haverton on the Pond Update – Village Engineer Al Stefan

Village Engineer Al Stefan addressed the Board and explained that recent and substantial rainfall has delayed the project. It was noted that water elevation levels have dropped since Integrated Lake Management (ILM) dug a trench through the wetlands and; there has been water movement and flow. However; Village Engineer Stefan indicated that IL Route 59 overtopped with stormwater again due to heavy rainfall and noted that the under road culverts on IL Route 59 are not working effectively.

half mile jurisdictional are of the Village relative to land use opposed by the neighbors

Kevin Johnson, 22032 N. IL Route 59, Barrington, IL addressed the Board to voice his opposition to a chicken farm that is currently under construction located at the southwest corner of Scott Road and IL Route 59 in unincorporated Lake County
K.O. Johnson, P.O. Box 84, Sycamore, IL addressed the Board as well. It was noted that K.O. Johnson was Kevin Johnson’s son and an attorney.
Kevin Johnson is of the opinion that:

· the chicken farm is a major health hazard for people who live within a radius of 2 miles as the owner wants to house approximately 20,000 chickens.
· the odor is terrible depending on the wind. The drainage from the chicken farm will negatively affect the aquifers in Grassmere and Haverton on the Pond subdivisions.
· his property values will decrease as a result of the chicken farm.

Kevin Johnson believes that the site is zoned for agricultural use(s) under Lake County and is approximately 5 acres in lot size. He indicated that chicken farm is surrounded by residential properties. 

Kevin Johnson explained that his property is located in unincorporated Lake County. 
K.O. Johnson addressed the Board and provided a back ground on the type of law he practices which includes civil litigation, family, and real estate law.

Attorney Johnson indicated that he conducted initial legal research on the property and found some case law that may be relevant including air pollution, water pollution, feces, and nuisances. 
There was some discussion among the Board and Attorney Johnson regarding the horses living adjacent to the property.

Attorney Johnson was of the opinion that the number of horses was not an issue. However; indicated that the number of chickens that the owner desires is a problem for the surrounding area properties.
Attorney Johnson stated that he had discussions with the Village’s Attorney in order to find a solution to help his parents.

President Pino noted that it was his understanding that the Johnson’s would be interested in annexing into the Village.

Kevin Johnson stated that they are interested in annexing into the Village.

Gerald Celano, 21900 N. IL Route 59, Barrington, addressed the Board to state his opposition to the chicken farm which is located directly next door to his property. Mr. Celano noted that Lake County has no jurisdiction over the property as the property is used for agricultural purposes. 

Mr. Celano stated that he has contacted the police on numerous occasions as the chicken farm has 4 dogs which bark all night. He cannot open his windows from the smell of ammonia which drifts from the chicken farm. 
Mr. Celano was of the opinion that:

· the Village’s stormwater runoff will be toxic with 20,000 chickens. There are approximately 200 chickens on site currently and the issue is already a nuisance.

· his property value will decrease. He has 5 horses on his property, there is no smell and the manure is removed once a week.
· that the house located on the chicken farm is uninhabitable. No one lives at the property and believes that the well and septic are inoperable.
· the chicken farm is a nuisance.

Mr. Celano stated that he is willing to incorporate into the Village if it will help his situation. 
Village Attorney noted that the disclosure of the number of chickens (20,000) came from a conversation between the Village Building and Zoning Officer and a representative of Lake County.

Trustee Kalinowski asked if anyone contacted the Environmental & Protection Agency (EPA) and suggested that someone write a letter to the EPA in order to have documentation.

Attorney Johnson suggested that the Lake County Sheriff be involved for the purpose of documenting nuisances when they arise and enforcing criminal statutes. 

Mr. Celano stated that no one lives at the property. Consequently, there is no way to enforce the law.
