2.
Approval of Minutes from the June 5, 2018 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the June 5, 2018 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the June 5, 2018 E&H meeting approved and put on file. 

3.
Public Comment

Trustee Andrew provided the E&H with a document listing examples of items that can be composted as well as items that are not compostable. Trustee Andrew suggested that the information be sent to Prairieland Disposal in order to possibly create a chart to educate residents about which items can be put into organics recycling. It was noted that Trustee Andrew would provide the document to Prairieland to possibly use as an example for a chart. 
4.
Samantha Dedina, Encap, - status updates on the Flint Creek Management and Eton Park management contract
The matter was tabled due to the absence of Ms. Dedina. Chairman Aylward stated that she would contact Ms. Dedina and request a report via email. 

5.
January-July waste hauling report
The E&H reviewed the January- June 2018 waste tonnage report provided by Prairieland Disposal. Chairman Aylward stated that the total tonnage of recycling and waste increased in May and June. Mr. Antoniou commented that there are possibly less residents residing in their homes during the winter. Chairman Aylward indicated that Prairieland’s goal is to increase the recycling pounds per household. Chairman Aylward stated that recycling percentages have increased since contracting with Prairieland Disposal. Chairman Aylward suggested strategizing methods to increase participation in recycling and organics recycling. She stated that she would contact Prairieland to inquire about what percentage of residents reside in their households during the winter. It was noted that yard waste subscriptions and food organics recycling subscriptions have increased. 

6.
Review the language of the proposed Village Board resolution in support of the enforcement of environmental regulations related to the FoxConn/Upstream Development
Chairman Aylward stated that the Village Board reviewed a resolution drafted by the Lake County Municipal League supporting the enforcement of environmental regulations related to the FoxConn/Upstream Development. She indicated that after reviewing the resolution the Village Board voted to remove the item from the consent agenda. She stated that the Board expressed concern about supporting legislation in regards to environmental regulations located outside Village boundaries. She felt that the E&H should review the resolution and make modifications to better suit the Village and present it to the Village Board for reconsideration. 

Chairman Aylward stated that the resolution states that the State of Wisconsin recently passed legislation waiving environmental regulations and providing various incentives to Foxconn/Upstream for the construction of manufacturing facilities within Racine County along the Wisconsin-Illinois border in the headwaters of the Des Plaines River. She stated that one of the concerns is that the developers will be using 26 acres of wetland that is part of the source of the head waters of the Des Plaines River. She noted that the Des Plaines River is located primarily in Illinois. She was of the opinion that the E&H propose the modified resolution solely as a representation concerning any negative effects that the Foxconn development may have on communities in Lake County. She indicated that some of the drainage of the development may eventually drain into Lake Michigan, which is a primary source of drinking water for residents of Lake County. Chairman Aylward briefly recited her suggested changes to the resolution. Mr. Antoniou suggested that Chairman Aylward draft the resolution with her changes and present it to the E&H at the next meeting for discussion. It was noted that Chairman Aylward would make her suggested changes to the resolution and bring back to the next meeting for review.
7.
Update - Social Media report to the Village Board 
Ms. Sellers stated that she had a conference call with Civic Plus, who created the Lake County website as well as over 120 other governmental and municipal sites in the state of Illinois. She mentioned that a second conference call was held on June 26th with Civic Plus, Village Administrator, Kathy Nelander, Chairman Aylward and herself for informational purposes. She stated that she attended the Village Board meeting June 27th to request that the Board reconsider allowing a social media site to be created for the Village to better communicate with residents. She indicated that the Board seem to be willing to support the idea. Ms. Sellers stated that she scheduled a conference call with a second web development business in order to compare the presentation with the one from Civic Plus. Ms. Sellers stated that she would contact Ms. Nelander to schedule a meeting with the Village website developer, in order to discuss incorporating social media links to the Village website. 
8.
Report on the signage for the food scraps collection from the July 14th Concert in the Park 

Chairman Aylward stated that at the July 14th summer concert the Parks and Recreation Commission had a sign for food scraps recycling and provided a bin to recycle. She explained that a volunteer may have created the sign and indicated that there were some spelling mistakes on the sign. She indicated that she would contact the Parks and Recreation Commission and inform them of the spelling corrections. 
9.
Discuss design of a waste sorting station for the Village of North Barrington
Chairman Aylward explained that the manufacturer that was expected to fabricate the recycling station at the North Barrington Elementary School went out of business or is no longer manufacturing the recycling station. She noted that the E&H contributed $600.00 towards the recycling station. She indicated that she spoke with Steve Schweinsburg, Prairieland Disposal, and stated that he said that he would be willing to assist in the fabrication of the recycling station. She said that he requested a schematic of what the recycling station should look like. It was noted that the E&H would come up with a design for the waste station and collaborate with the North Barrington School personnel who are handling the recycling station project.
