Approval of Minutes from the August 6, 2019 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

Chairman Aylward declared the Minutes of the August 6, 2019 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment
There was no public comment.
4.
Discuss Environmental & Health Commission budget and proposed projects for the year
Chair Aylward noted that the E&H has a budget of $6,000.00 for the 2019 fiscal year. She asked if the 

E&H had any ideas for future projects. She noted that possibly having a kombucha bar/beer garden at the Spring Event was discussed at a previous meeting. There was discussion regarding what the date should be for the Spring Event. After discussion it was noted that the date would be Sunday, April 19, 2019. Members discussed offering food at the Spring event such as, a food truck. Chair Aylward stated that at the next meeting the E&H will discuss revising the budget, as well as the possible activities/food to offer at the Spring Event. 
Chair Aylward suggested possibly offering saplings to residents that could be planted by the Boy Scouts. 
Ms. Preisen suggested possibly having yoga at Eton Park. Chair Aylward stated that the E&H could invite the Parks & Recreation Commission to have a joint event offering yoga and other fitness stations. Chair Aylward indicated that she knows a yoga instructor who she can contact to possibly lead the yoga.
Ms. Lawlor suggested possibly holding an event or making a video when the new waste hauling contract commences. She stated that recycling demonstrations about organic recycling could be offered.
Ms. Preisen suggested offering a giveaway for residents who follow the Village on Facebook at the Fall Fest, such as a tree sapling
5.
Update- continued maintenance Encap

Chair Aylward stated that Mark Dedina, Encap, emailed a brief explanation of the maintenance that 

has been done for the Flint Creek project this year. She quoted that Encap has one maintenance visit remaining for the Flint Creek project this year, and it will be the last management visit under the current contract. She noted that it will take place next week. She explained that Mr. Dedina stated that typical visits require the treatment of reed canary grass, purple loosestrife, thistle, buckthorn, honeysuckle, carrot, ragweed and others. It was noted that the current contract includes two
management visits per year. Mr. Dedina in his email stated that Encap does not have a current management contract for Eton Park with the Village. Chair Aylward was of the belief that the Village approved a new management project for Eton Park. She stated that she would do some research to inquire about the status of Eton Park management. 
6.
Discuss/update- proposal from Taylor Morrison to the Village of Lake Zurich for a duplex development along the south side of Honey Lake Road

Chair Aylward mentioned that there are no meetings currently scheduled at the Village of Lake Zurich 

to discuss or approve the proposal for the development. She stated that she would inform the E&H of 

the status should there be a change.

Discuss 2020 Spring event and outline of planning

The topic was discussed under agenda item 4.

Old Business/New Business
Trustee Andrew suggested walking the area of Haverton on the Pond and Grassmere Farm drainage 

project. She was of the opinion that the area still has issues with drainage even after the Village’s 
efforts to alleviate the flooding. She stated that she would like to schedule a walk through of the area to 
investigate where the water travels. 
Chair Aylward mentioned that the walkthrough of the proposed Lake Zurich Flint Creek restoration 

area is still planned for the fall. She noted that Brian Valleskey is no longer with Manhard Consulting, 
but another representative, Peter Stoehr, can be contacted to schedule the walk.
Mr. Antoniou asked whether the Village would be offering the 50/50 tree program in the spring. Ms. 

Allman stated that she will be organizing the program for the fall of 20/20, due to her traveling in the 

spring.
Chair Aylward asked Ms. Sellers if she has pursued requesting that the Village establish an Instagram 
account. Ms. Sellers indicated that she has not but will inquire with the Village President. Chair 
Aylward mentioned that President McDonnell stated that Ms. Sellers is allowed access to the Village 
Facebook account in order to post content relative to the E&H. It was noted that Ms. Sellers would

contact the Village President to discuss Instagram as well as requesting access to the Village Facebook 

account. Ms. Sellers stated that she would like the E&H to help provide ideas for content to post on 
social media.
Chair Aylward noted that Prairieland Disposal will attend the next meeting to present a possible proposal for waste hauling for the Village. She noted that various recycling/waste collection options for the proposal will be discussed.
