Approval of Minutes from the June 6, 2017 Environmental and Health Commission meeting

The Minutes of the June 6, 2017 Environmental and Health (“E&H”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Vance Antoniou moved to approve the Minutes of the June 6, 2017 E&H meeting; seconded by Laurie Cameron.

Chairman Linda Aylward declared the Minutes of the June 6, 2017 E&H meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment. 
4.       Steve Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal, - Present food scrap proposal  

Mr. Schweinsberg stated that there are 157 residents who are currently subscribed for yard waste pick-up, and 29 are subscribed to the food scrap program. He noted that he included the 2016 and 2017 waste tonnage reports for the Village of Tower Lakes with the food scrap proposal for comparison to the Village of North Barrington. He indicated that currently the Village is averaging 30 percent recycling for 2017 compared to 29.5 percent in 2016. Mr. Schweinsberg stated that Tower Lakes’ average percentage is at 28 percent. He noted that the Village’s recycling percentage is improving since commencing service with Prairieland Disposal.
Mr. Schweinsberg summarized the food scrap proposal and tonnage reports. He stated that that are two options in the proposal. 

· Option 1- mandatory year round food scrap collection for $3.28 per month in addition to the cost for waste pick-up

· Option 2- mandatory year round food scrap collection plus limited yard waste collection for $4.18 per month in addition to the cost for waste pick-up 
He noted that the cost for unlimited waste hauling is currently $17.55 per household and $16.53 for limited waste hauling. He stated that it is $96.00 per year for unlimited yard waste pick-up, and $75.00 for limited yard waste pick-up (6 bags max. per week). It was noted that should the Village choose one of the options for mandatory food scrap collection, residents would receive a 32 gallon toter for food scraps. 

Mr. Schweinsberg indicated that residents in the Village of Barrington currently pay $32.64 per month for waste, recycling, and yard waste pick-up. He stated that the residents must utilize the supplied yard waste container only, and are allowed to put food scraps in with the yard waste, only during yard waste season. Ms. Schweinsberg noted that Barrington’s waste hauling supplier does not allow pet waste or kitty litter for organics recycling.
There was some discussion regarding the benefits of food scrap recycling.

Mr. Schweinsberg mentioned that Lake Bluff is currently including food scrap collection in the waste hauling cost for all its residents. He stated that he could possibly obtain the cost for waste hauling in Lake Bluff to use for comparison to the Village. 

Mr. Schweinsberg stated that ultimately the goal is to have alternative ways to dispose of waste such as composting.  He indicated that lowering the tonnages of waste that go into landfills will help to drive waste hauling costs down. 
Mr. Schweinsberg stated that he would investigate waste hauling rates for neighboring villages in Lake County with similar waste hauling services, and come back to the August 1st E&H meeting to discuss.
Mr. Antoniou inquired about which other villages have been offering year round food scraps. Mr. Schweinsberg listed Highwood, Highland Park, and Lake Bluff. He noted that North Barrington was the first village in the northern Illinois area to offer year round food scrap subscriptions. 
Chairman Aylward mentioned that some residents may have an issue with the lack of space for an additional toter for food scraps. There was discussion regarding possibly swapping out existing toters for smaller sized toters if desired. 
Trustee Andrew questioned whether larger parcels in the Village would utilize the food scrap service. She was of the opinion that most residents who own larger parcels compost food scraps on their property. 
Ms. Aylward suggested inviting the Wynstone Property Manager, Laura Ramirez, to the next E&H meeting to get her input on the food scrap recycling proposal.

Mrs. Schweinsberg mentioned that the Solid Waste Agency of Lake County is striving for a goal of 60 percent recycling by the year 2020.

Discuss Revisions to the Heritage Tree Ordinance
Chairman Aylward stated that at the June 6th E&H meeting the commission reviewed the existing Heritage Tree Ordinance, and drafted a revision to the ordinance. She explained that the revisions were presented to the Village Board at the June 28th Board, however the Village President suggested that the E&H review the Tower Lake Tree Ordinance to possibly implement some of the procedures in the Village’s ordinance. Chairman Aylward noted that the E&H reviewed the Tower Lakes Ordinance, and concluded that the Tower Lakes Ordinance does not suit the Village of North Barrington. 
Members discussed various ways to notify residents of the requirement of a permit for tree removal in the Village. 

There was discussion regarding the fines for violating the Heritage Tree Ordinance. The E&H felt that the amount proposed of $5,000.00 was a suitable. Mr. Antoniou was of the opinion that if the fine was of a lesser amount residents would rather opt to pay the fine in order to cut down a tree that they find is a nuisance.  
Mr. Antoniou was of the opinion that referring to the Tower Lakes Tree Ordinance was not in the best interest of the Village.

Motion: Vance Antoniou moved to dismiss the Tower Lakes Tree Ordinance as a reference in drafting a revised Heritage Tree Ordinance for the Village; seconded by Marilyn.

Discussion:  There was some discussion.
