Approval of Minutes from the March 20, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission meeting

The Minutes of the March 20, 2017 Parks and Recreation Commission (“PRC”) meeting were made available to the commission members.

Motion: Lisa Milczarek moved to approve the Minutes of the March 20, 2017 PRC meeting; seconded by Chairman Kim Ritschel.
Discussion:  There was no discussion.

Vote on Motion:  The voice vote was unanimous in favor. 

Chairman Ritschel declared the Minutes of the March 20, 2017 PRC meeting approved and put on file.

Public Comment

There was no public comment.

4.         Park Improvements
Chairman Ritschel commented that President Pino attended the spring event, and indicated that there appeared to be a low spot on the basketball court. It was noted that Ms. Milczarek would look into the matter. She also mentioned that there was an inspection done of Eton Park, and was notified that one of the swing requires replacement.
She mentioned that the contractor who installed the teeter totter and Parkour equipment indicated that they have seen acrylic “wall ball” walls, and said they would provide her with a photograph. Chairman Ritschel stated that an acrylic “wall ball” wall could possibly be an alternative to the concrete “wall ball” wall. 
Chairman Ritschel informed the PRC that the last fiscal year’s PRC budget was utilized, and suggested that the PRC discuss future parks improvements for the 2018 fiscal year. She noted that one of the bands for summer concerts was paid, and the Leonard Park trail was re-mulched. Ms. Milczarek stated that there are wood planks on the Leonard Park trail that may require replacement within the next year.

There was discussion regarding adding new park equipment such as, extending the Parkour equipment, purchasing a new swing set, and a climbing wall. Ms. Milczarek suggested possibly adding a bench to one of the other parks/trails in the Village. 
Ms. Milczarek stated that Lisa Bromet, mother of Boy Scout Max Bromet, informed her that Max Bromet is still interested in clearing the Buckthorn at Lafferty Park for a trail. She stated that she is not yet aware of a date. 
Chairman Ritschel stated that the corner at Highway 59 and Miller Road is considered Village parks. She suggested possibly manicuring the area so that it may be more aesthetically appealing. Trustee Andrew indicated that the topic was discussed in the past, and there were concerns regarding lack of personnel to maintain the area. Chairman Ritschel suggested possibly hiring a landscaper to maintain the area.

Festival Update

Ms. Milczarek inquired about whether the vendor, Patch 22, was paid. Ms. Torres confirmed that they were.

Winter Fest Order

Chairman Ritschel informed the PRC that a down payment was made for Sparkles Entertainment.

There was discussion regarding the candy cane order for Winter Fest, and it was a general consensus of the PRC to place an order for the same quantity as last year.

Summer Concerts
Ms. Milczarek mentioned that the June 10th concert drew in an average crowd. Ms. Milczarek was of the belief that having set dates going forward may ultimately result in a greater attendance. There was discussion regarding how to better advertise for the event.
