Chairman Cifonelli declared the Minutes of the May 14, 2019 Public Hearing Meeting approved and put on file. 
Chairman Cifonelli welcomed the audience to the public hearing and asked that any person wishing to speak during the public hearing, be sworn in. The witnesses were sworn in.

The following variations are requested in the petition submitted by Mr. & Mrs. David Stone to construct a deck on the northeast corner of the home located at 277 Biltmore Drive, North Barrington, IL 60010.
ZONING VARIATIONS REQUESTED:

ZR-10-1-2(B) and  

ZR-10-4-2(A,1,b):  
A non-conforming building or use shall not be expanded.

The premises at 277 Biltmore Drive (Lots 1, 2, 3 and 4 in Block 14 in Unit No. 1 in the Biltmore Country Estates Subdivision) are non-conforming by reason of lot area and existing building setbacks.  The area of the subject property is approximately 23,990 sq. ft. rather than the 40,000 sq. ft. minimum required for properties in the R-3 (40,000 S.F. Residential) District.

ZR-10-9-2(C):
From the rear line, the setback shall not be less than forty feet (40’) or twenty percent (20%) of the depth of the lot, whichever amount is larger.

The proposed deck structure will be located approximately eleven feet (11’) from the rear line rather than the required forty foot (40’) setback.
Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicants to address the Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA).
Jane Stone addressed the ZBA and explained that they are seeking a zoning variation to construct a

deck off the northeast corner of their house to join the back entrance (door) of their home to a
screened-in porch. Ms. Stone explained that there is an existing pathway by the existing deck and a steep
slope on the north side down to the brook. Ms. Stone stated that the purpose of building the deck was to

reduce the multiple levels of slippery concrete, wood and stone pathway into one level.
Chairman Cifonelli inquired about the approximate footage of the proposed deck. 

Don Kero addressed the Board and indicated that he is the Stone’s contractor. Mr. Kero responded that

the proposed deck is approximately 200 sq. ft. 

Ms. Stone explained that they wanted to respect the Mid Century modern design when designing the

deck. She noted that the deck would not impact any of the established trees. 

Chairman Cifonelli inquired about the hold-down tension devices required by the International

Residential Code (IRC) needed when installing the deck. He indicated that he did not see them on the

drawings.
There was brief discussion regarding the tension devices between the ZBA, owners and Mr. Kero. Mr.
Kero acknowledged that he was aware of the tension devices and IRC and would comply.

Mr. Kero provided a sample of the proposed decking. He explained that the decking material is made
From recycled plastic bottles and not wood which was more ecofriendly.

Chairman Cifonelli noted that: 

· The topography of the land was a particular hardship.

· The Village Forester and Village Health Officer had no objections to the

zoning variation request.

· There were no objections from any neighbors.

· The Village Engineer commented in his report that the owner has piled a number of sticks and logs which may be located in the floodway.

Chairman Cifonelli noted his concern about the sticks and logs which may be located in the floodway.
Ms. Stone explained that they were trying to minimize the erosion and shore the area up. She noted that she would make sure the area is secure. 
Chairman Cifonelli asked the ZBA if there were any further comments or questions.

No one wished to speak.

Motion: Vice Chair Shully moved to approve the zoning variation requests for Mr. & Mrs. Stone
to construct a deck on the northeast corner of the home located at 277 Biltmore Drive, North Barrington, IL 60010 by using the plat of survey prepared by Fremont Land Surveying & Mapping, Inc. which has been marked up by the owner’s contractor, Don Kero, to indicate the location of the proposed deck; deck construction documents prepared by Don Kero; and manufacturer literature of the proposed Westbury Vertical Railing System; seconded by Marilyn McAlester.
