II.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Gerald Celano addressed the Board regarding the property located at 25815 W. Scott Road. Mr. Celano noted his concerns about noise, environmental and health concerns, and a decrease in property values. Mr. Celano noted that he would continue to remain vigilant by opposing the chicken farm.

Gery Herrmann addressed the Board and expressed his disappointment with Trustee Kalinowski’s findings regarding tree replacement and the Flint Creek Restoration Project. He noted his concerns about the lack of maintenance and lack of vegetation at the project sites.
Mr. Herrmann explained that he has not heard from the Village regarding the proposal he submitted to the Village regarding donating property located in Eton Park to the Village in exchange for Village owned property (unimproved portion Mockingbird Lane). He noted that it has been two months since he submitted his proposal.
President Pino explained that the Village has not made a decision regarding his proposal.

Bruce Koch addressed the Board as the President of the Wynstone Property Owner’s Association (WPOA) and thanked the Board for their efforts regarding the negotiations and refinancing of Wynstone SSA Bond #17. He indicated that Treasurer of the WPOA has been working with Trustee Smith. 
Alan Briggs addressed the Board to discuss drainage issues on Border Lane. He indicated that he has been complaining about the drainage issue for 25 years and noted that received a letter from the Village in 2016, which indicated that the Village was looking into the problem. A copy of the letter was submitted to the Board.

Mr. Briggs also stated that mosquitoes are a problem due to the standing water in the right of way on Border Lane. He questioned whether the Village’s mosquito abatement service has been spraying on his street. 
President Pino stated that the Village engineers would review drainage matter and that the staff would inquire about the mosquito spraying on Border Lane. 
III.
VILLAGE COMMISSION MEMBERS COMMENT
Kim Ritschel addressed the Board as the Parks & Recreation Chair and encouraged the Board to consider purchasing the neighboring property at Eton Park which is located on the east side of the park (should the property be listed). She was of the opinion that purchasing the property would be an asset to the Village and listed the following potential uses:

· Indoor restrooms

· Additional parking

· Additional soccer field 

· Bigger playground

· Pavilion
Gery Herrmann addressed the Board as the Plan Commission (PC) Chair and explained that the PC approved a Traffic Calming Process, which was submitted to the Board at the May Board meeting. 

It was noted that Trustee Sauer postponed the issue at the May Board meeting in order for her to review the Village Engineer’s recommendations. 

Village Attorney Stewart thanked the Plan Commission for their efforts.

PRESENTATION

A.
Environmental & Health Commission - Social Media 

Linda Aylward addressed the Board as the Environmental & Health (E&H) Commission Chair to discuss the issue of providing social media communication to the Village for its residents. Ms. Aylward introduced E&H Commission Member Kourtney Sellers. 
Kourtney Sellers addressed the Board as an E&H Commission Member to give the presentation on social media. Ms. Sellers explained that she has researched information regarding social media and how to integrate social media into municipalities. She stated that there are several social networking applications such as Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, YouTube, Linked In, and Pinterest. It was noted that the Village could implement a few applications initially as a trial period. Parameters could also be set as a means of filtering applications.
Ms. Sellers encouraged the Board to explore the idea of social media and continue the dialogue.

Trustee Kalinowski stated that she supports the idea of using social media to notify residents.
Trustee Smith noted that he liked the idea of using social media however; suggested starting small in order to avoid spending funds on something that might not catch on.

Small Cell Ordinance #1329

It was noted that the proposed Ordinance would be added as a new section to the Village’s existing code provisions for Utility Construction in the Right of Way (“Right of Way Ordinance”) and modify provisions within the “Right of Way Ordinance” to reference special requirements for small wireless facilities.

D.
Flint Creek Restoration – Consideration of a Joint Grant Application with the Village of 
Lake Zurich
President Pino explained that the Village of Lake Zurich contacted the Village to inquire whether North Barrington would be interested in collaborating on a joint venture to enhance the Flint Creek Watershed Development Plan. There are portions of the north branch of Flint Creek located in LZ with some segments extending to North Barrington in need of restoration. There is an Stormwater Management Commission (SMC) Section 319 grant available.
Village Administrator Kathy Nelander explained that the cost commitment for the Village would be $6,400 for preliminary design plans and $2,400 for the grant submittal. 
It was noted that Manhard Consulting, Ltd. was creating the preliminary design plans.
Linda Aylward addressed the Board as the E&H Chair. She noted that the Village may want to consider approving the funds for the grant application in order to be involved with the project and provide input from the beginning of the project. 

Village Engineer Stefan addressed the Board and agreed with Ms. Aylward. He noted that being involved with the project provides an opportunity to participate in the process.

Village Attorney Stewart asked Village Engineer Stefan to comment on the probability of the grant being approved.

Village Engineer Stefan stated that the probability of the grant being approved was favorable.
